Nyssensn the

Church of St John the Baptist in

Brussels. After graduating from the

Free University in Brussels, he met

Joan M. Poortman,the daughterof

theRev.H. Ch. Poortman,the priest-
priest-in-chargef the Churchof SaintAlbanin Leeuwardenthe NetherlandsTheyweremarried
in that churchon July 29, 1959.Draftedin the Belgianarmy during the Congowar, he servedas
Navy Chaplainandasfirst-line medic. After the war, Joanand Maurice lived in Ommen,the
Netherlandswherehebecameateacherat the internationalSchool” Eerdé locatedin the castle
whereJ. Krishnamurti organizedthe campsof the Order of the Star. The couplereturnedto
Belgiumin 1964. Maurice was ordainedo the priesthoodby Bp. AugustusGoetmakersn All
SaintsDay, 1965,andbecameVicar Generalffor Belgium, then a dioceseof the Provinceof the
Netherlandsand Belgium. He was elevatedto the Episcopateon Whitsunday 1976 in Saint
MichaelandAll Angels,Naardenthe Netherlanddy the Rt. Revs.AdriaanHermanvan Brakel,
AugustusWillem GoetmakersWilly de Rijk, HelenusMarinus Brandt, André Lhote, andBorge
SggaardHe servedasDiocesairfor Belgium from 1977to 1988.Whenin 1988, Belgium gained
the statusof a province,Bp. Maurice servedas Regionary He becameBishop Commissaryfor
Canaddhe sameyear.As aninternationatonsultanin ComputerScienceandCommunications,
he workedfor a numberof large corporations andorganizationssuchas NATO, the European
Union Government,and IMBRATEL in Brazil. Fluent in severallanguages,Bp. Maurice
combinedhis seculalactivitieswith the needsof the Church.He servedasthe representativef
Bp. Stenvon Krusenstiernan Portugal Italy, the Philippines,andas secretaryof the Judiciary
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Committeefor 14 years.In 1979,JoanandBp. Mauriceemigratedo the United Stateswith their
threesons,Michael,Jean-Marcand JacquesWhenthe Belgianand CanadianProvincesdecded
to join the newly constitutedGeneralEpiscopal Synod presidedby Bp. Tom DegenaarsBp.
Mauriceresignedrom the GeneraEpiscopalSynodpresidedby Bp. lan Hooker, but not from
the Liberal CatholicChurch,to remainwith the member$e hadservedfor so many years.Since
2003, he hashelpto open a numberof missionsin Belarus,Cameroonand Ukraine.He was
instrumentalin the reunionof the new movementwith other Liberal Catholic Branchesand
provided Episcopalministry to severalLiberal Catholic Congregationsn the United Statesof
America.

andmore,valuesof the 19th and20th centuriesarerevisited,evenin the field of religion.

The unfortunateoutcomeof the Vaticanll RomanCatholicCouncil, assembledavith the
specificgoal to work to the reunificationof Christianity,endedup not only missingits prime
purpose, but losing centuries of valuable teachings and practices. Instead of eliminating
excommunicationywhich remainsthe largestissueseparatinghe RomanChurchfrom the other
ChristianChurchesthe Councildecidedto changethe form of its liturgy.

The comingof the new millennium coincideswith the emergencef socialequality. More

Our Liberal CatholicChurchis alsoundergoingseriouschangeto accommodatéhe needs
of ourtimes.The greatestemptations to fall into the trap of mistakingspirit andform, andto
believe that changingthe Liturgy will changethe spirit of our Church. Bishop Jamesingall
Wedgwoodis the authorof our Liturgy. This fact is acknowledgedy Bp. Leadbeatehimself:
Theservicesin this book are thework of our first PresidingBishop,the Rt. Rev. Jamesingall
Wedgwoodto whomtheLiberal Catholic Churchowesa debtof thedeepesgratitude (Prefaceof
the First andSecondeditions.)

Bp. Wedgwoodworkedfor threefull yearsto preparethe first edition of our Liturgy, in
cooperatiorwith Bp. LeadbeaterThreefull yearsof researchof carefulinclusionof ideadeading
to the mostefficientchannefor the energiesandblessingsof Our Lord, but alsoto includein it
thetraditionalvaluesof the ChristianMysteriesandinitiations he hadreceivedlong beforebeing
ordainedn the Old CatholicChurch,evenbeforejoining the TheosophicaSociety.Indeed,Bp.
Wedgwoodhadbeenfamiliar with the teachingof esotericChristianity from a very young age,
andhetook the time to include hiddenkeys, especiallyin the liturgy of the Holy Eucharist.
Therearetoo manyreferencego this esoterictradition to be just a coincidencefoo many hints
to beaccidental.
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For thefirst eightyyearsof its existencepur Churchhasfocusedall its attentionon the
effectsof the servicedn the invisible realms.Very little was doneto draw the attentionof our
membergo the preciousgemshiddenin the words of the Liturgy. Very few of them realize
today the powerful actionsof the words, probably much more powerful than the gemstones
hiddenin ray crossescandlesticks,andaltarstones.

Before we canhope to be in the positionto change,and hopefully improve, on Bp.
Wedgwood s mastemwork, we haveto makesurewe discoverandunderstandhe powerof these
hiddenkeys,andknow how to replacehemwith moresuitableones.In previousstudies,l have
tried to bring someawarenessf suchvocabularyandits hiddenmeaning,which hasbeenused
for centuriesby thosewho knew its powers.They have,as did Bp. Wedgwood,worked to
transmitthis knowledgeto future geneations.

We may believethat, in our centurywhich beginswith the emergenceof the equality
betweenall the humanbeings,who areimagescreatedmale and female in the likenessof the
Creator,an Invocationto anall male Trinity is obsoletelt would be, if such sexistinvocation
existedThevery first wordsof the Holy Eucharistin the Nameof the Fatherandthe Son,and
the Holy Ghost,containsucha hiddenkey, preservedrom the time of the early Church.The
sentencas so explicit, so obvious,and hasbeenrepeatedso many times, that the key remains
perfectly hiddenandinvisible to most, while in plain view. And that is why the peopledon t
ask the obvious questions:“ Why don t we invoke the three Personsof the Holy Trinity
directly?Why do we invokethe Nameandwhatis the Name?

The answerto thesequestionsconcerningthe Trinity and the Holy Name, although
presenteverywhereremainsveiled if we don t look for the key, which is the Ineffable Name,
the Tetragrammatorhvhj given to Moses, for its symbolic correspondencesnd elective
affinities.Bp. Jacque8énigneBossuetwasright whenhewrote that everycreatedhing“ hasan
intimate report and a secretaffinity with God.” The readingof the Holy Scripturesshows that
suchaffinity really exists,especiallywith regardto the Holy Trinity.

Affinity doesnt haveits sourcein what is perceivedrom the createdworld. It doesnt
borrowfrom dogma,from rationalnotionsof the Uncreatedo assignthemto oneof the Persons
of the Holy Trinity. Far from such intellectual approach,it comparesthe Createdand the
Uncreatedin their mutual relationship.It feels, it tastes,more than searchesthe affective
relationshipbetweensomeobjects,somesymbols,andbetweenthe three Personsof the Holy
Trinity. It exposestheir sometimesobvious and direct, sometimes subtle and hidden
“ parenthood, and such expositionoccursalso in a triple progression(as the philosophical
analogy) put in the realmof the correspondencesf Love.

To feel,to tastethe affinity, is similarto “ tasting the counterpointsn afugue.Youneed
a goodear, exercisedand attentive. Soonsuch affinities will let us discoverthat the vestiges
hiddenin the Createdvorld arerelatedo atheologyof the Fatherthe appropriations— looking
for precision— to atheologyof the Son,andthe affinitiesthemselveso a theologyof the Holy
Ghost.
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The Tetragammators as a signatureto Moses.He receivedit at the beginningof his
calling, andappliedit to the Torah,right from the beginning He receivedt from the middleof the
Burning Bush -- the symbol of boundlessLove. God presentedHimself: “1 am the God of
Abraham,IsaacandJacob(Ex. 3:6) andaddsimmediatelyfor the childrenof Israel:hvhj. The
Hebrewalphabetonsistsonly of consonantsThe Holy andineffableNameof the Lord contains
the only threeletterswhich canserveas consonantaswell as vowels. Thesethree letters are
namedmatreslectionis,becaus¢hey assistthe readingof the Holy Scripturesandarethe only
vowelstoleratedn the Torah.The only exceptions the letter a (Aleph) which could be seenas
a swastikamadeof four lettersj (Jot), asa summaryof the TetragrammatonThe spellingand
grammarof the Ancient Testamenshouldbeconsideredvith exercisecandattentivecarebecause
of thewarningby Our Lord: For verily | sayuntoyou,till heavenand earth pass,onejot or one
tittle shallin no wisepassfrom thelaw, till all befulfilled. (Matt. 5:18)

The Cabbalistandthosewho wrote abaut this Name haveoften erredon the attribution
of thethreeletters,of whichoneis repeatedby assigning: (Waw) to the Holy Spirit, insteadof
the h (He), althoughtheyknew Elias, the prophet,whosenameis madeof two Namesof God:
El - YHW andthus possessed” doubleshareof the Spirit” (2 Kings 2:9). This doubleshareis
the oneof thefirstborn Son(Deut. 21:17),the Sonwho receivesand sendsbackthe Holy Spirit:
thetwo h (He). Thefour lettersof the Tetragrammatomustthus beplacedasfollows:

In their static, passiveand infertile sequenceas
usedin the baptismalformula, the three Personsare hvij
(Yaweh).The secretis in thefirst h, not in the second,as
written by cabalistsThis h, being ante-Verbun{beforethe
Word) canbewritten but not pronouncedlt is inaudibleas
the Fatheris invisible,andcorrespondso the shevahof the
Hebraicgrammar.

In Esdras time, after the captivity, the pronunciationof the Holy Namewas already
lost. Thereplacementvas Adonai (Lord), ard sometimesSamaritancharactersvere substituted
to the squareHebrewalphabet.Sobeganthe disappearancef the Ineffable Name.lt was later
replacedy four lettersof the commonralphabetasshownin theinscriptionat the foot of Jesus
Cross.

Many of the altars of Christian Churches,
Protestantand Catholic, still display today the
Ineffable Name by the disposition of four
candlesticks.

Hereagain,the symbolis so obvious,that no questionsareasked.But thosewho know,
who usethe dynamicform of the Ineffable Nameat the beginningof the Holy Eucharistinvoke
alsoandequally,the doubleaspect®f the Spirit, the EternalFeminineaspecbf the Divine.

The“ tasté of thelnvocationallowsthemto feelthe eternakotation, the eternal* wind”
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of Love blowing from the Fatherto the Son,and from the Sonbackto the Father, and this
remindsus of the perpetuamotion of the wavesat the surfaceof the Waters.

The Assyriansusedthe Ashuri cuneiformcharactergor their religious writings. Most of
it is still unknownto us, becausevords using thesecharactersvere written in the sand,thus
supposedo beerasedfterusagegremembethe gestureof Jesusin John8:3). As the traditional
squareHebrewcharacterslerivefrom Ashuri, someof its peculiarpracticeshaveremainedwith
the Hebrewcultureandcamedownto us. The Name,in thesereligiousscripturesis the container
of principles,andat the sametime the womb in which a mentalconceptis born and comesto
fruition. Thefirst, unpronanceablen is the matrix of the Father,the Mother aspect;while the
secondis the matrix of the Son,the Daughter- sowell describedy the Rev.vander Stok -- the
Bride, the two aspectstraditionally representedoy Our Lady and symbolized in the Old
Testamenby SarahandRebeccaThedivinearchetypdricklesdownall thewayto the world of
matterwhereit becomeshe namesof the four elementsimayim Nor Ruachlsbashah(Water,
Fire,Breathanddry Earth).

Thedifferencebetweemvhj, the Ineffabke Name,and hvshjis very small. hvshijis
the true nameof Jesugpronouncecaorrectlyyeshooahin Aramean)not asthe HebrewYassou
nor the GreekiessousWhenBp. Wedgwoodcompiledour liturgy, he selectedfor the Liberal
CatholicChurchthe designof the traditionalaltar in which the dispositionof the candlesticks
representsnot the Tetragrammatonhut the Nameof the Savior, the Nameof Our Lord, by
insertingthe letter = betweenthe two pairs of letters, symbolizedby three candlesor two
candlesindacross.The altarof the Fatherhasbecomethe altarof the Son.

And whenour altaris lit againat the flamesof anew
fire, on Holy Saturday afterthe darknessof Good
Friday, the deacorbringsbackthe s symbolizedby
the triple candle,and placesit right betweenthe
candlesymbolizingthe four elementsfor our eyes
to see:the descenbf the triple Light of the Spirit
into the four element®f matter.

So, by the simple words of the Invocation, the
entiremysteryof Redemptionis replayed and put
into motion. Whenwe beginto “feel; to “tasté

liturgy, we realize that our Founder, who
rediscoveredthe hidden keys in the Catholic
Tradition, hid themagainin amodernsettingfor our
benefit,for usto rediscover.

“Why so manyriddles? somemay ask.Becauseésod the Artist, God of our joy and
gladness; plays with andwithin His creation.Of course theseaffinities aresubtle,but He, in
His infinite Wisdom,knowswhy He proceedsn suchmanne(Mark 4:33-34).0ur job is not to
putGod s pedagogyn questionput to teachit.
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THE ASSUMPTIONOF OURLADY
by the Rev.Johan van der Stok

A morningtalk givenon Aug. 7, 1956in the Churchof St. Michaeland All Angels,Naarden,The
NetherlandsThe Rev.van der Stok,following the recommendationby Bp. Wedgwooddeveloped
his natural gift of clairvoyance,and for many years observedand recorded the invisible events
occurringduring the Liberal Catholiccelebrationof Christian Festivals

Thesubjectof this little talk is againthe mysteriesandthe powersof the greatfestival of
Our Lady, the festival of Her Assumption.We may approachthese mysteries and
powersalongdifferentways.

| havealreadyspokenabouttwo different ones,the first one using a systemof three
functionsandthe otherusingfive functions. The first one - the more conventionalone in the
Christianfaith - is basedon the Form aspectin its widest meaning.Thesethree functions are
celebratedoy threefestivals:Our Lady' s Nativity (Sept.8th), the Annunciaton (March 25th)
andthe Assumption(Aug. 15th). Thefirst functioncomedo full bloomearly SeptembeWe can
visualizeits effectasthe bud of a water lily floating in the watersof Space.This is the first
Divine Form,the prime conditionfor the creationof the universeghat areandwill come,which
arethe hypostasi®f the watersof Space.

The secondFestival,in the first approach,is the Annunciation.The picture associated
with this festivalis quitedifferent;it is moredetailed By then,the bud hasopeneditself to the
light, it is unfolded,so the waterlily showsthe full beautyand glory of Form. It displaysits
powersresting,floating on the surfaceof the waters of the deep seasrestingon a bedrockof
living, virginal rock. It is dreamingin the air andgrowing towardsheavenSo, the Divine Form
unfoldsitself in threeelementsthe earthof the rock, the waterof the seasandthe air of heaven.
This formis reflectingthe structureof the Light towardswhichit is growing. The strucureof the
leaveof the waterlily remindsus of veins,amiddleveinandits divisionin many veinsoriented
towardsthe centerof the leaves.

Thethreeelementandthe Formarechallengingthe divine Fire andthe divine Light. The
challengecreatesa divine stimulus, a divine incentive, a spurring motive. They createthe
conditionsfor the first appearancef the masculinefunctions. The feminine energiesarealways
precedinghe masculinemanifestationandwithout themno realvision, no creationis possible.
Wewalk in delusionwhenwe give prominencdo the masculindunctions.

We havecometo the festivalof the Assumption.The consciousness the flower is most
intense;it becomesfor the first time, awareof its surroundingsAround the time of the
Assumption,we may visualizethe flower as completely dedicatedo its surroundingto the
elementsto the divine Fire andLight. It emptiesitself of all its energyin the urgeto fulfill its
ambitionto be consumedn the flame of total dedication And a deepeningof its depth occurs,
followedby are-emergenc&dom the Deep,evenfrom whattranscendshe Deep,to accomplisha
perfectrenewaklnda glorification.
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After looking at the threefunctionssystems]Jet us havea look at the systemwith the
five functions.Thefive functionsarecelebratedsfollows: Our Lady s Nativity (Sep.8th), the
Annunciation(Mar. 25th), ChristmagDec.25th), the Visitation (Jul. 2nd), andthe Assumption
(Aug. 15th).

At the Nativity, we seea perfectlittle girl, the divine feminine Child with all the powers
of innocencespontaneitytotal opennessnd profound purity. Sheis the embodimenof the
Wisdomandthe Glory in the Form.At the secondestival,the Annunciation shehasbecomethe
divine Bride; her call andattractioncauseghe manifestatiorof the Bridegroom.At Christmas,
sheis the divineMotherbearingthe divineboy-child. With the appearancef the Bambino,there
is a balancein everyrespectAt the Visitation, she has becomethe divine Mother, bountiful,
with amultitudeof gracesadisplayof all the heavenlyglories.Finally, at the Assumption sheis
the divineMotherof all the worlds, of all existencepf all beingseven.In this last aspectsheis
enfoldingthe universdn the Depthof Her primordialWisdom.By her action,shebringsabouta
fundamentatenewabf Life, andtranscendfeauty.

Now we havearrivedto the most complex,the most difficult approachof the feminine
functions.l do not pretendto provideaclearpresentatioior manyof you. | will be approaching
thesetruths from a mystical point of view, andthereforewill haveto usemy own languageas
the Occultistsand the Scientistsneedto use a speciallanguageto expresstheir thoughts.To
understanégmysticalapproachyou needo learnthat specialanguage.

Let us begin with the month of Septembeiand travel aroundthe year of the twelve
months,andwhenwe will arrivein August,we will havereviewedhe twelve functionsl want to
present.

In Septembewe beginwith the divine substancesindthe divine essencesrl he topic of
Formcanimpossiblybeavoidedput it is to beseenonly in a secondaryfashion.Whenwe look
atthe systemwith threeaspectswe seethat the divine Formis prominent.In the nextsystem
with five aspectsit is the personificationof the divine FemininePrinciplein the universe Now
we look at a morecomplex,moreessentiabndmorerealprinciple. Thereis nothingabstractin
this concept,and consideringit as an abstractionis a loss of time and energy.The divine
backgroundof Septembemnd its divine substanceappearas virgin obsidianrock, violet and
pregnanwith the Mystery.If we manageo visualizeit, it will appearasthe ultimate substance
of spontaneousreation.It is implacably,relentlesslypure. It teachesaboutthe spontaneous
creationof Form, of transcending’erfectionand Beautyas any true spontaneousreationmust
be.We couldseethis aspecbf adeeperfoundationfor the festivalof the Nativity.

The backgroundf Octoberis still aspure asthe oneof Septemberlt may perhapsbe a
little milder, but still manifestghe principle of spontaneousreationandit teachesis aboutthe
spontaneouproductionof the crystal Light of the Spirit, insteadof the teachingabout the
transcendenbeautyin Formandcorporality.

Whenwe arrivein Novemberthe backgroundof it changesinto an abyssaldepththat
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flows asa clearspring.It is a springof the clearestvaterswe canconceive,andit still hasthe
power of transcenahg creation,but alsothe wondersandgloriesof the Soulin its transcending
aspect.

We canonly attemptto approaclthe backgroundf DecemberThe creativesubstancef
that monthwill appearto glow, if we compareit with the onesof the three previous months.
This divine glow is like the highestaspectof the shekinaof the Kabbalist.It is the substance
from which the world of manifestationand existencewill leap forth spontaneouslylt is the
backgroundf spontaneousreationof the divinelntelligence but in its highestmeaning.

Whenwe arrivein the differentatmosphereof January,we have consideredhe fourth
function, but now appearghe function of Manifestation.It is the function of universalLife
pervadinghe entireuniverseandsustainingt; it is the domainof developmentpf manifestation,
so thereis absolutelyno relationshipwith the power of spontaneousreationpresentin the
backgroundf the four previousmonths.

The UniversalLife changestself into the Watersof Life in February.A staris shiningin
theair, in the sky above We mustconsidemir, water,andthe starwhichis oneof the symbolsof
the developmenof the divinespirit. So,we seethat the spontaneou€reationis not takingplace
asthefirst movementn the processf the creation.

In March, it is asif we seeonly the seas.They appeamoredensenow andwe seethat
its waterscreatea jewel.lt may help ourimaginationif we think of an opal with rich colors.The
teachingsf this monthareaboutthe developmentof the Soul. | will not expandon the meaning
of theword * soul’ , althoughits mysticalmeanings very differentfrom its occultone.You will
understandhe word if you considerit functionally, as| havetried to do it, one meaningafter
anotherpnemeaningcalling for anotherpnedemandinghe nextone.

In April, we haveto think of the four horizons,everwidening;andof the surfaceof the
seasthe churningoceansastheyarecalled,full of disturbancesandin perpetualmovementBut
forms of power and glory appearfrom the horizons. Theseare all feminine powersthat are
gentlyandsweetlyorderingall things,bringingabouta magnificentgloriousharmonyin the world
of existencepy transmutingthe disturbancesnto order.lIt is telling us of the developmentand
the growth of the mind. Growthis the key word: growth of the Spirit in February;the growth of
the Soulin March;andnow in April, the growthof the Mind.

Wehavenow to considerthe last four months.They aredifferentbecasge the Mystery
filters through and penetratesthe Spirit, the Soul, the Mind, and the Life of the whole
manifestationn four phases.The first phasetakesplacein May. A mysteriousEther, more
subtle than all the other elementscarriesthe fragranceof the deep Mystery. It is a unique
fragrancejt cannotrevealmoreat this stagelt raiseghe intelligence- it is not amatterof growth
anymore- andmakesa closeconnectiorwith the Mysteriesof the Deep.

In June the Mystery canfilter throughmorefully. It givesa deepempowerto the world
to approachhe Ultimate Reality, whichis the Mystery.We canonly approacltthis Mystery by
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the Pathof total dedicatiorandof the spirit of Sacrifice.

July prepareaus to enterin the most hiddenSanctuarylts atmospheras like magnetic
Will. 1t is the Will bornin full, complete self-consumingledicationlt is calledIcchain Sanskrit.
It is the powerof Maha-Vidyain its highestmeaning.

After the preparations complete jn August,we penetratéhe Mystery of the Flame,the
Formof the Absolute.The whole system eventhe prime substancef SeptembeandOctober,

will betotally consumedby the Flameinto a completeAssumption.Thereis the true renewal a
transcendenglory, andhappinesgverywhere.

The Provinceof Cameroon

A groupof Catholicsin Cameroorncontactedour movementabout one year ago, after
readingthe pagesof our web site on the internet, with the requestto join. This very large
communityis ministeredby one single priest, the Rev. Laurent. An extensivecorrespondence
followed, during which the teachingsof our movement,our CanonLaw, and our Liturgy were
discussedin April 2005, after consultinghis congregationthe Rev. Laurentsignedthe Oath of
CanonicalObedienceThe GeneraEpiscopalSynod,during its May 15, 2005, sessioncreated
the newLiberal CatholicProvinceof Cameroorandappointedthe Rt.
